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 Hopscotch Fun
1 Hop, 2 Hops, 3 Hops, More



Beginner: Draw a hopscotch game and hop along the game together, calling out the
numbers as you go!
[Tip]: Use sidewalk chalk, draw in the sand or dirt, or use tape/string on the floor.



Intermediate: Encourage your child to draw a longer hopscotch game by adding more numbers.
[Tip]: Let your child write the numbers.

Experienced: Encourage your child to draw a complex hopscotch game, such as going up by 2s,
3s, 5s, 10s or 100s. 
[Tip]: Say the numbers aloud as you hop in any language!

Why is this important? Saying numbers while playing games helps children learn the number
sequence.
