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Fingers and Toes
Let's Count the Ways! 

Beginner:  Practice counting up to 5 and then up to 10.
[Tip]: Count on your child’s fingers and toes.

Intermediate: Practice ways of counting, using a few fingers on each hand
[Tip]: Count 2 fingers on one hand, and 4 fingers on the other hand to make 6, then try making 6
using 3 fingers on one hand, and 3 on the other. 

Experienced: Have your child use their fingers and toes (or those of their friends, family or pets)
to find different ways to make numbers up to 20, or more. 
[Tip]: “8 and 4 make 12, and so do 10 and 2”, “How many hands and feet do I need to make 100,
500, 1000?”

Why is this important?  The ability to use fingers to count is helpful for early math success.
